ORIGINAL FORMAT

After each battle, one or more people will be
voted off in tribal councils and will join the jury
to crown the winner.

SUDDEN DEATH
Like any battle, if you win, you stay in the game.
If you lose, you are out; but you still get to help
crown the winner.

v" With a Tribal Council but no eliminations

After each battle, winners earn one point. The
winning tribe will head to tribal council to vote
for someone to take their point away. If there is
an odd number of people, additional twists like
"Exile Island" may be implemented.

v Without a Tribal Council and eliminations

Tribes will be divided into sub-groups and will
gain levels by winning challenges for their tribe.
This is a highly strategic game, as each sub-
group has unique levels, making it crucial to
deploy the right group for each challen

EXPECT THE UNEXPECTED

incur an additional cost.

DURING THE BATTLE

ATTIRE

v" Comfortable clothing
v" Running shoes (no sandals or heels)

BELONGINGS

v" One backpack per team suggested

v Apen

v Bottles of liquids to avoid hydration
v" Necessary personal medical supplies

DO THE FORMATION

v' Stand together as a tribe as directed when the
staff is giving out challenge instructions.

v If you are not participating in the challenge, you
must sit on the sidelines for fairness. Do not
touch any challenge materials or assist your
tribe mates in any way.

FOLLOW DIRECTION

v" We understand that things can get
overwhelming and exciting, but please keep
chit-chat to a minimum unless discussing the
game plan and voting strategy.

v’ Listen carefully to the challenge instructions
when they are provided.

v Ask only necessary questions before any
challenges, and do not engage in repetitive
arguments with anyone.

VOTING

v During any tribal council, please ensure your
writing on the parchment is legible. Also, fold
it in half before placing it in the voting box.
